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Press Release UPD case 15-3510

On November 26th at about 1:36 am, UPD officers were dispatched to the area of Chase Bank, regarding a subject who had thrown a hammer at window breaking it.  Dispatch also reported an alarm call at Chase Bank that was possibly related.  In the area officers observed a subject that matched the description provided by UPD dispatch.  When officers tried to contact the suspect he took off running and officers gave chase.  The suspect was caught, resisted and had to be physically restrained by multiple officers.  The suspect was identified as Francisco Zamora age 51, no permanent address given.  
Video surveillance showed Zamora entering Chase Bank after a glass door was shattered.  
A UPD officer located a witness nearby, who said he observed Zamora using a hammer to hit the ATM machine at Wells Fargo Bank then discard the hammer nearby.  Upon inspection the ATM machine at Wells Fargo Bank was found to have been damaged and the hammer was recovered.    

Zamora was placed under arrest and booked into county jail for resisting an officer, violation of his probation, burglary, and vandalism.
