Press Release regarding recent burglaries
UPD case #15-3086, 16-0354 and 16-0383
On February 6th at about 7 am, a UPD officer was dispatched to a residence in the 1100 block of Marwen Drive for a reported burglary.  Speaking with the victim the officer learned that sometime between February 5th at 6 pm and February 6th at 6:50 am, unknown person or persons forced entry into the residence and stole a Bose stereo system, a leather briefcase and many other items. 16-0354

On February 8th at about 10:30 pm, UPD officers were dispatched to a residence in the 1100 block of Marwen Drive, for a report of two subjects in the backyard of the residence.  Officers contacted and detained Christopher Beck age 19 and Jesse Boulerice age 18, both from Ukiah.  During the investigation both were found to be in possession of burglary tools and evidence was found that led officers to believe that Boulerice and Beck were both going to attempt to enter the victim’s home to commit a burglary.  Boulerice and Beck were placed under arrest for attempted burglary, prowling, conspiracy, and possession of burglary tools.  Both were booked into county jail.  16-0383
This case was turned over to the Ukiah Police Department Detective Division.  Detectives were already working diligently on other unsolved burglaries that had occurred over the past few months in the Ukiah area.  In the morning of February 10th, UPD personnel with the assistance of Mendocino County Probation and Mendocino County Sheriff personnel served a search warrant on a residence in the 600 block of Marshall Street, linked to local burglaries.  During the service of this warrant property was recovered from a burglary that had occurred at Oak Manor School in October of 2015 UPD case 15-3086 and property from the more recent burglary UPD case 16-0354, listed above.  During the service of this search warrant Christopher Beck’s mother Violet Beck age 54 was contacted.  Violet was found to be under the influence of a controlled substance, was in possession of suspected methamphetamine and found to be in possession of a loaded firearm.  Violet was taken into custody for these violations and booked into county jail.  Additional charges are forthcoming for Christopher Beck and Jesse Boulerice.  Ukiah Police Department Detectives continue to work on these and other burglaries in our community.
