LIEBSCHWAGER, TAYDEN DUAN (male, 29, Nampa Idaho)


148.1(C) PC-False bomb threat/report


166(a)(4) PC-Contempt of court

On 1-22-16 at approx. 2:40 PM, an unidentified male called Starbuck’s at 1212 Airport Park Blvd. and advised them that there was a bomb at the location.  Starbuck’s employees and customers evacuated the building and UPD was notified and responded. UPD officers checked the business and surrounding area for any suspicious device but were unable to locate the reported suspicious device.  The business then re-opened for business.
UPD officers and detectives continued to investigate the incident and identified the suspect/caller as 29 year old Nampa Idaho resident, Tayden Liebschwager.  A felony warrant for Liebschwager’s arrest was obtained.  Liebschwager became aware that he was wanted by law enforcement and took many precautions to avoid being apprehended.

UPD detectives contacted the US Marshal’s Service to assist in attempting to locate and arrest Liebschwager for his warrant.  Through subsequent investigation, Liebschwager was located and arrested by the US Marshal’s Service with the assistance of the Ada County Sheriff’s Department on 7-13-16 in Boise Idaho.  Liebschwager was lodged at the Ada county jail for his warrant (bail $30,000).  The Ukiah Police Department would like to thank the US Marshal’s Service and Ada County Sheriff’s Department for their assistance in apprehending Liebschwager.  
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
