SUSPECT:  WILLIAMS, JARRETT JAMES 2-23-69 (TRANSIENT/LAKEPORT CA.)
Since November of 2015, the Ukiah Police Department has taken numerous daytime residential burglary reports within the City limits of Ukiah.  While investigating the reports, Jarrett Williams, was identified as the suspect in two of the burglaries, as well as having stolen a vehicle that was later recovered.  Ukiah Police Dept. obtained a warrant for Williams’ arrest and have been actively searching for him.

In July of 2015, Williams’ cell phone was left at the scene of yet another daytime residential burglary in Ukiah.  MCSO notified UPD that Williams’ was also a suspect in numerous burglary reports that they had taken.
On 7-20-16, a UPD detective learned Williams’ was in custody in Lake Co.  Williams’ had been arrested on numerous warrants, as well as a Lake Co. residential burglary charge, and possession/transportation of a controlled substance.  Williams’ had stolen property in his vehicle at the time of his arrest.  Williams’ vehicle had been towed and was impounded at the time of the arrest.  

UPD detectives obtained a search warrant for Williams’ vehicle in an attempt to possibly locate more stolen items that might be associated with UPD’s and MCSO’s burglaries.  A UPD detective and an MCSO deputy responded to Lake Co., where the search warrant was done on Williams’ vehicle.  Additional stolen property (from Ukiah PD’s cases, as well as MCSO’s was recovered).  The victims are currently being notified regarding the recovered property.
The numerous reports are currently being forwarded to the Mendocino County DA’s office for the prosecution of William’s for additional charges.
