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Press Release: UPD Officers intervention help deter a would be jumper from highway overpass

On December 5™, at about 9:28 am, UPD officers were dispatched to the 101 Gobbi Street overpass,

on multiple reports of a male subject hanging off the overpass. Upon arrival, officers found the

male subject sitting on the overpass, in a position to jump into the path of northbound traffic. Officers calmly
approached and spoke with the adult male, who was upset and conveyed to the officers he was thinking about
jumping. Through conversation, the 23-year-old male subject was talked off the ledge and detained. The
male was transported to Ukiah Valley Medical Center, where he was turned over to a local Mental Health
professional.
