To help us reach that goal, we use a set of core values that our officers developed years ago. Our core 
values serve as a guidepost, reminding us what’s important and influencing our day-to-day decisions. 

As we begin the new year, I thought this would be a great time to remind everyone of our core 
values.

You might wonder, “What exactly is a core value?” 

In a Harvard Business Review essay, famous business consultant and bestselling author Jim Collins 
defined core values by saying, “Core values are the essential and enduring tenets of an organization. A 
small set of timeless guiding principles, core values require no external justification; they have 
intrinsic value and importance to those inside the organization.” 

Some people consider core values to be a company’s moral compass. Put another way, they are an 
organization’s most important beliefs.

For us here at UPD, our core values are Safety, Professionalism and Community Service, and we define 
them as follows: 

Safety: We value human life and strive to enable our citizens to be safer and less likely victimized by 
crime. 

Professionalism: We value dedicated, highly trained personnel with a commitment to the standards of 
the law enforcement profession. 

Community Service: We value the privilege to provide effective, efficient and equitable service. We 
respect the members of our community, the importance of a combined crime prevention alliance and 
the opportunity to provide a united policing effort.

We use these values in every aspect of our job. We train new officers to use these core values when 
they make critical decisions, and we use these values during the hiring and promotion processes. Our 
annual evaluation system is built around these core values. 

Truly, these values are essential to every member of our department and their performance each and 
every day. 

Using these values as our foundation, we update our strategic plan/annual report each year to make 
sure we’re taking care of what matters most.

It also includes information about progress toward our goals, an update on any new programs and a 
summary of the challenges we face. At the end of the report, we include an overall work plan and 
key measurements of success for the coming year.
