On 8-3-18 at approx. 10:25 PM, officers were dispatched to the 200 block of Ford St. for
a subject who had accidently shot himself. Upon arrival, the victim was contacted lying
in the street in the 200 block of Ford St. The victim gave conflicting reports on what had
occurred, including being shot by an unknown suspect on the railroad tracks. The victim
was transported via ambulance to UVMC, and then transported to an out of county
hospital due to the nature of his injuries. UPD officers were unable to locate where the
incident had occurred or a firearm. UPD officers are continuing their investigation. The
victim was released from the hospital the following day.
