In the morning of 07-19-19, UPD Officers were dispatched to an apartment complex in the 1100 block of Mulberry St. for a report of a male suspect threatening subjects with a screwdriver and trying to kick in a door. UPD responded and located the suspect, identified as Alwood Smith, in the parking lot of the location. The suspect was quickly taken into custody without incident. 

During the investigation it was learned that Smith had threatened to stab an adult family member during a confrontation. Smith had chased the victim with a screwdriver in an apparent attempt to use it as a weapon against him. The victim was not injured during the incident. 

Smith was booked at the MCSO Jail for the aforementioned violations.
