In the morning of 07-19-19, UPD Officers were dispatched to the area of Social Services for a report of a verbal argument outside the location. As Officers responded, one of the reporting parties advised the suspect was threatening to stab the victim with a knife. The suspect, identified as Marciano Piceno, was reported to have fled on foot just prior to Officers arrival. 

Upon arrival it was learned that the victim, a security guard at the location, had contacted Piceno outside the location while patrolling the area. Piceno left after their first contact and approached the vicitm on a bicycle a short time later. Piceno began shouting at the victim, dismounted his bicycle and withdrew a fixed blade knife that he brandished and threatened to stab the victim with. Piceno then fled on foot.
Piceno was located by Officers leaving the scene and quickly taken into custody without incident. Piceno was booked at the MCSO jail for the listed violation.
